Hood River County would be the Lead County and responsible for financial and program management. The County would be responsible for executing agreement with ODOE, 
receiving fund disbursement, maintaining financial records, and making payments for all program activities. The County would retain $10,000 for leading the program. MCEDD would 
manage the majority of this program, but Emergency Management would lead the project for the County. These funds can be a match for EMPG Grant.

This program will result in an Energy Resilience Plan that will aid in emergencies and provide support for future grant 
opportunities.

The County will be responsible for executing this program for four counties. 

The cohort will aim to have the Energy Resilience Plan created and adopted by August 1, 2025, 
with an understanding that an extension until December 31, 2025, can be requested. 
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
