IN HOOD RIVER COUNTY )

WHEREAS, commencing on Wednesday, December 17, 2025, at 12:01 A.M. PST, a
significant weather event impacted the area of Hood River County, causing a series of
evacuations, the need for sheltering of unsheltered persons, the provision of emergency power,
flood management, and debris removal throughout Hood River County; and

WHEREAS, a severe weather emergency is threatening lives, homes, schools, community
services, and businesses within Hood River County, and continues to escalate, resulting in the
activation of the Hood River County Emergency Operations Center at 8:00 a.m. on December
18, 2025, and requiring all emergency response agencies to take immediate actions to protect
life, safety, and property; and

WHEREAS, Hood River County supports the full activation of residents, personnel, and
available resources, and the continuation of emergency operations in response to widespread
damage, service disruptions, significant impacts on low-lying and frequently flooded areas, and
power outages affecting residents and businesses throughout the County; and

WHEREAS, the severity and magnitude of this emergency exceed the timely and
effective response capabilities of Hood River County and its incorporated cities, have exhausted
local and mutual aid resources, and may require substantial additional assistance to protect
public health, safety, and property; and

WHEREAS, due to the complexity of the predicted incoming weather, including large
amounts of rainfall for Hood River County beginning at 9 AM December 18, with the potential to
continue for up to 48 hours, Hood River County has determined there may be a need for
extraordinary regional, state and federal assistance to respond to the emergency conditions;
and

WHEREAS, the county emergency service responders including Hood River County fire
agencies, Hood River County Sheriff's Office, City of Cascade Locks, the City of Hood River Fire &
Police, the Port of Hood River, Water & Sewer Districts, OSP, ODOT, Red Cross, Public Works,
health officials and many other agencies responding are already at capacity.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED:

1. Pursuant to ORS 401.309, Title 13, Chapter 13.08 and the Hood River County EOP,
the Board of Commissioners for Hood River County formally declares a state of emergency for
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Hood River County, effective this 18th day of December 2025, and continuing for up to 48 hours,
unless extended or terminated by the Board of Commissioners.

2. Upon this declaration of a state of emergency, the Board of Commissioners shall
be authorized to take and/or direct such actions and issue such orders as are determined to be
necessary to protect the public and property and to efficiently conduct activities that minimize
or mitigate the effect of the emergency as authorized by ORS 401.309, the Hood River County
Code and EOP.

3. The County Administrator and Emergency Manager shall take all necessary steps
authorized by law to coordinate response and recovery from this emergency including, but not
limited to, coordinating with the State of Oregon and federal government in order to qualify
Hood River County for all available state and federal emergency assistance, use of shared
resources, assistance from state and federal agencies, and financial assistance and
reimbursements.

4, Emergency procurements of goods and services are authorized pursuant to ORS
279B.080, ORS 279C.335(6), ORS 279.380(4) and Hood River County contracting rules.

5. This Resolution shall be transmitted to the Oregon Office of Emergency
Management.
